Drug Screen testing is available through LifeLabs but requires a referral from a BC-licensed physician.  Your general practitioner or a physician from a walk-in clinic will be able to provide you with the referral requisition.

Generally when patients require a drug screen for legal (i.e. non-medical) purposes, a specimen is collected with a chain-of-custody and consent document.  This chain-of-custody allows the report to be a legally-admissible document for a third party, such as an employer asking for a drug screen before hiring an individual.  Not all LifeLabs locations are able to provide this specialized collection process; please let us know your location in BC and we will be able to direct you to the most convenient Patient Service Centre to book an appointment.

The LifeLabs fee is $75 (subject to change without notice) and does not include any fees charged by the ordering physician.  Please ensure you request a copy of the report at the time you are in the lab and a copy will be mailed to your home address; however, the results will be more quickly available through your ordering physician.
